Kramer first learned her craft with Barbie Dolls before moving on to larger subjects. She is a 
member of the Central Penn Doll Collectors Club, which meets on the 2nd Sunday of every 
month at the Mohler Senior Center in Hershey. Her high-quality American Girl outfits are 
all custom-made in the USA. 
 
“Dolls never gain weight, never change size, and never complain,” Kramer said of why she 
loves working with them. She has many period pieces, specifically reflecting the Civil War 
era. Kramer worked for some time in costuming for Civil War reenactment, and she uses 
some of the material from her old costumes to create many of her American Girl works. 
“Dolls are a fun way to learn history while allowing girls to be girls.” They are great for 
furthering the imagination, maintaining or revisiting childhood, and for simple play. 
 



Kramer’s American Girl clothes are on sale in the Friends of Elizabethtown Public Library 
Bookstore. They will fit any American Girl and most 18’’ dolls, and a percentage of sales will 
benefit Elizabethtown Public Library. Kramer is one of many artisans and crafts brought to 
Elizabethtown Public Library each month.
