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WITH RECORD 2011, ‘BOUQUETS FOR BOOKS’ TOPS
10,000 CHILDREN’'S BOOKS COLLECTED IN SIX YEARS
All donated to local public libraries

LEBANON, Pa. (Nov. 28, 2011) — This year represented a new chapter in the
history of “Bouquets for Books.” The sixth annual event — presented by Royer’s
Flowers & Gifts and Stephenson’s Flowers & Gifts — collected an event-record
1,837 new children’s books for area public libraries.
